The Development of Ethics- Rotarians practice a 4-way Test which governs one's ethical
standards. Rotarians are expected to be ethical in business and personal relationships.

Cultural Awareness- Around the world, practically every religo4 country, culturq race'
creed, political persuasio4 language, color and etlrnic identity is found in Rotary. It is a
cross section ofthe world's most prominent citizens from every background. Rotarians
become aware of other cuitures and iearn to love atd work with people everywhere. They
become better citizens oftheir countries in tle process.

Prestisc- Rotary members are prominent people: Leaders ofbusiness, the professions, arr,
goverunent, spgrts, military, religion and all disciplines. Rotary is the oldest arrd most
prestigious service club in the world.
