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Woodland Rotary Celebrates 100 years –
Centennial Project

Woodland, CA — January 20, 2026 — 
Rotary in Woodland, California, has been active since 1926, when seventeen Woodlanders signed the charter to form the Rotary Club of Woodland, the community’s original Rotary club. Over the past one hundred years of continuous service, Woodland Rotary has grown to include three clubs—Woodland Sunrise, Woodland Luna Vista, and the founding club, now often referred to as the Woodland “Noon” Rotary Club. Woodland Rotary has contributed numerous benefits to the Woodland community over the years, including providing facilities for Yolo County Fairgrounds, public schools, playgrounds, and youth sports facilities; awarding scholarships to the valedictorians at Woodland and Pioneer High Schools; and hosting an annual Senior BBQ, to name just a few. Notable examples of Rotary’s contributions to the community include Rotary Park at the Yolo County Fairgrounds, the gazebo in Freeman Park, and the Pavilion at the Woodland Regional Park.  
In 2026, as we celebrate the 100th anniversary of Rotary in Woodland, all three local clubs are proud to announce that work is now underway to create a Rotary Stage at the Woodland Opera House Intermission Garden as our Woodland Rotary Centennial project.  
The concept of the Rotary Stage project, a low-level stage situated behind the Opera House marquee in the Intermission Garden, offered by Woodland Opera House, was one of several ideas offered by local groups. The Rotary Stage project was selected due to its central location; its focus on youth, as the stage will be primarily used by the Opera House for its Shakespeare in the Park performances, and outdoor Children’s Theatre productions. In addition, the project will enhance and build on Woodland Rotary’s early 1990s work that helped create the Intermission Garden, as additional site improvements to lighting and walkways will likely be necessary.  
The proposal submitted by the Woodland Opera House is attached for review.
Today, Woodland Rotary is working with the Woodland Opera House, the City of Woodland, and California State Parks to refine the design and ensure all requirements are met. Woodland Rotary is seeking architectural or engineering services to obtain project approval and to identify contractors to complete the work. Fundraising efforts are underway, with support being sought from Rotary members, community sponsors, donors, and in-kind contributors as final project costs are refined. Our goal is to break ground on the project in April 2026, in conjunction with our Anniversary Celebration scheduled for Saturday, April 25, at the Woodland Community and Senior Center. Rotary intends to gift the completed project to the City and Opera House for operation and maintenance. We hope to open the new Rotary Stage by the end of 2026.
