The long planned construction of the Gibson House Museum bathroom project is now underway.  The project was funded by the Noon and Evening Rotary Clubs and the Yolo County Parks Department.  It will provide four private toilets; a kitchen to prepare and serve food and two dressing rooms for weddings and other social events is expected to be completed in late August 2009.  The project will allow additional social events that once could not be served due to lack of proper toilet and kitchen facilities.  

The joint funded community project will use salvaged wood that was removed by the Sunrise Rotary Club from an old barn that will make the building fit in to the Gibson House genre.  The building has a deep porch that provided sun and rain protection as well as a food service window from the kitchen.  The ability to provide dressing rooms for weddings will encourage Yolo residents to use the facility and reduce travel time for large wedding parties.

Without the full support of the rotary Clubs this building would not have been built.  Their community support and sprit made this project a reality.  Supervisor Matt Rexroad visits the site daily and is excited that the project is underway and that it will provide facility’s that have been lacking for so long.
